COED YOUTH GENERAL SKILLS 
This camp is recommended for boys and 
girls in grades 5 through 8 who are at the 

beginning stages of competitive volleyball.  
Campers will learn the basic skills of 

serving, passing, hitting, as well as team 
offense/defense mechanics appropriate for 

players in their first years of volleyball 
experience.

have at least two years of interscholastic or 
competitive club volleyball experience.  

Campers will work in all volleyball skills 
with emphasis on increasing quickness, 
accuracy, and advanced offense/defense 

team strategies. 
 

BOYS’ HITTERS & SETTERS 
This camp is recommended for boys grades 

9 through 12 with two or more years of 
interscholastic experience.  Campers will 
work in groups according to their specific 

position (setter, outside hitter, middle hitter) 
to learn advanced techniques appropriate to 
that position as well as combined drills of 

offensive and defensive tactics.
