BOYS’ GENERAL SKILLS  $75 
July 18-21, 8:00am to 11:00am  

This camp is recommended for boys 
entering the ninth grade or higher OR with a 
minimum of two years of competitive club 

volleyball experience.  Coach Moser and his 
staff will work with campers by experience 
and ability in all volleyball skills.  Emphasis 

will be placed on increasing power, 
jumping, quickness, and accuracy.  

Advanced offense and defense team 
strategies will be integreated with

COED GENERAL SKILLS  $65 
July 18-21, 11:30am to 1:30pm 

This camp is recommended for boys and 
girls in grades 4 through 8 who are at the 

beginning stages of competitive volleyball.  
Campers will learn the basic skills of 

serving, passing, and hitting as appropriate 
for players in their first years of volleyball 
experience.  Team play will not be a focus 

of this camp.  

 
 

GIRLS’ GENERAL SKILLS  $75 
July 18-21, 2:00pm to 5:00pm  

This camp is recommended for junior and senior 
high girls who would like to learn and improve on 
skills necessary to compete at the interscholastic 
level. Coach Conner and his staff will work with 
players in all volleyball skills at a fast, advanced 

pace, specialization drills at specific positions 
(setter, hitter, libero), and team offense/defense 

tactics necessary for upcoming team tryouts and the 
2011 fall junior/senior high school season.
